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Students choose between French and Spanish. The emphasis at this stage is on exposure to the language and an
increase in general language awareness, as well as offering an insight into the cultures of the countries where
the foreign language is spoken. Activities will be mostly oral, and language will be presented and practiced
through songs, games and hands-on activities.
