AP English Language was designed as a college-level course for high school students. As such the difficulty of
the material (reading and writing assignments, projects) and the amount of homework given per week will
be very different from Standard English classes. Students should expect to have at least an hour of work to
be completed at home per class.

Name of CourseAlgebra |

Purpose of the Coursehis is the first class offered in the high school mathematics sequence at AISCT. The
main intent of mathematics instruction at the secondary level is for students to develop mathematical
proficiency that will enable them to efficiently use mathematics to make sense of and improve the world
around them. Algebra 1 is the beginning of mathematical abstraction for most students. It is the point where
students make the leap from 3+5=8 to a+b=c and for most students that is extremely difficult. This course
will help students to build on the algebraic knowledge base that they have already begun to develop in their
pre-algebra classes in middle school. As well this course will help to prepare students for their future high
school maths courses such as Algebra 2 and Geometry.

Description of the Cours&he main goal of Algebra is to develop fluency in working with linear equations.
Students will extend their experiences with tables, graphs, and equations and solve linear equations and
inequalities and systems of linear equations and inequalities. Students will extend their knowledge of the
number system to include irrational numbers. Students will generate equivalent expressions and use
formulas. Students will simplify polynomials and begin to study quadratic relationships. Students will use
technology and models to investigate and explore mathematical ideas and relationships and develop
multiple strategies for analyzing complex situations. Students will analyze situations verbally, numerically,
graphically, and symbolically. Students will apply mathematical skills and make meaningful connections to
life experiences.

Anticipated Outcomes

R Students will expand number sense to understand, perform operations, and solve problems
with real numbers.

R Students will extend concepts of proportion to represent and analyze linear relations.

R Students will develop fluency with the language and operations of algebra to analyze and
represent relationships.

R Students will understand concepts from statistics and apply statistical methods to solve
problems.

Name of CourseGeometry

Purpose of the Course

This is the second class offered in the high school mathematics sequence at AISCT. The main goal of
Geometry is for students to develop an understanding for and be able to apply the geometric theorems and
formulas to address meaningful problems. Geometry is a comprehensive course featuring coverage of
geometric terms and processes, logic and problem solving. The course includes topics such as parallel line
and planes, congruent triangles, inequalities and quadrilaterals. Various forms of proofs are studied.
Emphasis is placed upon reasoning and problem solving skills gained through study of similarity, areas,
volumes, circles, and coordinate geometry.

Description of the Course

Students will use experimentation and inductive reasoning to construct geometric concepts, discover
geometric relationships, and formulate conjectures. Students will employ deductive logic to prove theorems
and justify conclusions. Students will extend their pre-existing experiences with algebra and geometry to
trigonometry, coordinate geometry, and probability. Students will use dynamic geometry software, compass
and straightedge, and other tools to investigate and explore mathematical ideas and relationships and
develop multiple strategies for analyzing complex situations. Students will apply mathematical skills and
make meaningful connections to life experiences.

Anticipated Outcomes
R Students will use algebraic, spatial, and logical reasoning to solve geometry problems.
R Students will use the language and operations of algebra to explore geometric relationships with
coordinate geometry.
R Students will extend concepts of proportion and similarity to trigonometric ratios.
R Students will use measurement tools, formulas, and techniques to explore geometric relationships
and solve problems.

Purpose of the Course

Algebra Il is designed for students who have already completed at least one year of Algebra | and either
advanced geometry or trigonometry. Algebra Il integrates concepts from trig, geometry, and standard
algebra to prepare students for pre-calculus classes.

Description of the Course

Topics covered include: review of slope and variation, one and two-variable equations and inequalities,
matrices, graphing in three dimensions (Term 1); quadratic functions, complex numbers, working with
polynomials (Term 2); exponential and logarithmic functions, rational functions, probability (Term 3); sine,
cosine, trigonometric concepts and graphing, statistics and standard deviation (Term 4).

Anticipated Outcomes
Students will have knowledge in the preceding subject areas and are expected to then be prepared
for pre-calculus studies.

Name of CoursePre Calculus

Purpose of the Course

This is the final class offered in the high school mathematics sequence at AISCT. The main goal of Pre-
calculus is for students to gain a deep understanding of the fundamental concepts and relationships of
functions. Pre-calculus is an in-depth study of functions and a review of algebraic, geometric, and
trigonometric principles, and techniques. Graphing calculators are used to explore, solve, and verify various
functions, equations, and inequalities. This course prepares students for Calculus, and Maths courses in post
secondary institutions world-wide.

Description of the Course

Students will expand their knowledge of quadratic, exponential, and logarithmic functions to include power,
polynomial, rational, piece-wise, and trigonometric functions. Students will investigate and explore
mathematical ideas, develop multiple strategies for analyzing complex situations, and use graphing
calculators and mathematical software to build understanding, make connections between representations,
and provide support in solving problems. Students will analyze various representations of functions,
sequences, and series. Students will analyze bivariate data and data distributions. Students will apply
mathematical skills and make meaningful connections to life experiences. Pre-calculus is highly
recommended preparation for students who plan to continue their formal education beyond high school.

Purpose of the Course

This course is designed to serve as a solid foundation for the study of physical science, and in preparation for
future study in physical and life sciences. Conceptual physics concepts are incorporated into a curriculum
that allows the student to learn about matter and energy; the fundamentals of physics and chemistry.
Additionally, math skills are strengthened through the use of word problems and practical applications in
both physics and chemistry.

Description of the Course

Students will use mathematical analysis, scientific inquiry, and engineering design, to pose questions, seek
answers, and develop solutions. Students will understand the relationships and common themes that
connect mathematics, science, and technology and apply the themes to these and other areas of learning
They will apply mathematics in real-world setting and solve problems using basic geometry, trigopnometry,
algebra, data analysis, and probability. Most importantly, the students will understand and apply scientific
concepts, principles, and theories pertaining to the physical setting and living environment and recognize the
historical development of ideas in science. The course will cover topics including, but not limited to,
bSgl2yQa [éa 2F a2iA2y> az2YSylddzyI adseiMatterdi @ 2 9y SNH .

Name of CourseBiology

Purpose of the Course

The word biology is taken from the Greek combination bio(life) and ology(the study of). Biology is the study
of life and all its associated phenomena. Biologists observe living systems, ask questions about living
systems, and attempt to explain the rules by which living systems operate. In this class, students will learn
scientific problem solving and the science of plant and animal life. Topics include kingdoms and classification,
cell structure, and division, homeostasis, microbiology, evolution, ecology, and genetics. The course also
aims to cover all topics on the SAT Il Biology Exam, should students decide to take the exam.

Description of the Course

Students will use mathematical analysis and scientific inquiry to pose questions, seek answers, and develop
solutions. Students will also understand and apply scientific concepts, principles, and theories pertaining to
the physical setting and living environment and recognize the historical development of ideas in science.
They will do this by studying the components of cells, the interactions of organisms with each other and the
environment (including human impact and responsibility), the way genetic information is duplicated and
inherited, how species change over time, how continuity of life is sustained through reproduction and
development, and how organisms maintain a dynamic equilibrium that sustains life. Through
experimentation, teacher led discussion, independent research, and collaborative study, students will gain a
foundation of knowledge covering a large breath of Life Sciences.

Name of CourseChemistry

Purpose of the Course

The central purpose of scientific inquiry is to develop explanations of natural phenomena in a continuing,
creative process. Inquiry also involves the testing of proposed explanations involving the use of conventional
techniques and procedures. The observations made while testing proposed explanations, when analyzed
using conventional and invented methods, provide new insights into phenomena. This course is designed to
teach and guide students through the process of inquiry allowing them to gain greater insight into the world
on a chemical and molecular level.

Description of the Course

Chemistry is the study of matter ¢ its properties and its changes. Models are simplified representations of
objects, structures, or systems used in analysis, explanation, interpretation, or design. In this course we will
use models to study, understand, and deconstruct the chemical components of the world around us.
Students will study matter, which is made up of particles whose properties determine its characteristics, and
we will use atomic and molecular models to explain common chemical reactions. Students will study energy
in many forms, and how matter and energy interact, as well as the concept of energy conservation. The core
concepts that will be covered include the study of atoms, the periodic table, chemical bonds, chemical
reactions, stoichiometry, the physical behaviour of matter, and Kinetics.

Name of CourseAdvanced Placemeriology

Purpose of the Course

The AP Biology course is designed to be the equivalent of a two-semester college introductory biology
course. The course is meant to prepare students to take the AP Biology Exam written and administered by
College Board which allows students to receive college credit for their high school work, and can improve the
quality of their academic transcript when applying to college. The two main goals of the course are to help
student develop a conceptual framework for modern biology and develop an appreciation of science as a
process.

Description of the Course

The course covers three primary life science topics: Molecules and Cells, Heredity and Evolution, Organisms
and Populations. The emphasis will be on developing an understanding of concepts and rarely on
memorizing terms and technical details. We will focus on developing student awareness of the scientific
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they can see its relevance to their own life, and when they feel like they have learned something that will
serve them will in the future. Biology that focuses on the human body, such as the cellular biology, genetics,
and physiology allows the student to understand the mechanisms that dictate their very existence. Learning
about ecology, the environment, the taxonomic groups, and the diversity of life brings students in touch with
a world around them. The class will center around student experiences and on inquiry based learning.
Laboratory experience is essential to the course, and will require students to work alone and in groups, and
spend time at home evaluating, calculating, and analyzing results. Homework will primarily be designed to
prepare students for the essay portion of the AP Biology Exam

Name of Couse: Advanced Placement US History

Purpose of the Course

The Advanced Placement program in United States History is designed to provide students with the
analytical skills and factual knowledge necessary to deal critically with the problems and materials of United
States history. The course prepares students for intermediate and advanced college courses by making
demands upon them equivalent to those made by full-year introductory college survey courses. In this
pursuit, the acquisition of factual knowledge is the beginning point of the process, not the end.

Description of the Course
This course is a survey course of North American history from the 14™ century to the present.

Anticipated Outcomes

Students will learn to interpret and evaluate the relative significance of primary and secondary source
material, and to present their evidence and conclusions clearly and persuasively in an essay format. The
purpose of Advanced Placement US History is to get students to think about history in a holistic manner ¢
not as a series of events, but as a collection of movements, trends, and consequences.

Name of CourseDance

Purpose of the Course
This is a course designed to provide the basic introductory steps in Middle Eastern Dance and other genres,
in accordance with the syllabus designed by the Dance Association of South Africa

Descripton of the Course

The Belly dance Association of South Africa (BDASA) has created a seven level curriculum which upon
completion will give pupils the opportunity to advance to professional dance levels and eventually Instructor
qualifications. Each course level masters specific techniques required in this dance form. BDASA is
recognized and affiliated to the South African Dance Teacher Association (SADTA), which gives national
recognition to the pupils completing the course levels upon passing external examinations by BDASA.

In the grade 1 syllabus to be done at AISCT students will learn some of the basic positions in Middle Eastern
dance. Introductory dance steps will be covered, as well as the basic dance rhythms and popular dance
styles in this genre. Pupils will also learn 3 basic finger cymbal rhythms and be able to produce a short
choreography with the contents learned in the syllabus.

At the end of the semester the pupils will be assessed by an external examiner from BDASA and upon
passing they will be receiving Grade 1 level certification. Those who pass with honors will be recognized with
certificates and medals.

AISCT will offer preparation classes for the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) each semester during sessions held
outside of school hours. The classes are offered by AISCT teachers who have experience in SAT student
preparation and will be held on campus but will be open to external students as well as students currently
enrolled at AISCT.
